1.   The Applicant,  FORMICA BROTHERS BAKERY, LLC., will establish and maintain its status as a certified UEZ business;

2.  The Borrower will comply with the requirements of New Jersey UEZ Policy Circular No. 08-01 Funding Policy, attached hereto, and certify that there is no known conflict of interest for the Borrower to accept the loan proceeds; 

3. That the Zone will be secured by a Leasehold Mortgage on the property located at 900 Mill Road, Block 191, Lot 1, in the City of Pleasantville, and such other loan documents deemed necessary to secure the loan on behalf of the City of Pleasantville;

4. That the Zone will be further secured by an Assignment of Rents and Leases, and a UCC-1 Financing Statement covering all of Borrower’s fixtures, equipment, inventory, accounts and general intangibles, Assignment of Permits, Approvals, contracts, Leases, and rents;

5. That the Zone will receive the Limited Liability Guaranty of Baker Boys, LLC; 

6. That the Zone will receive a cross collateral and guaranty agreement between Formica Brothers Bakery, LLC and Baker Boys, LLC as further security for the loan;
